* Any contestant may be disqualified by the rodeo officials/ judges at
their discretion for violation of any IGRA rules. In such cases, there will
be no retund for entry fees.

= All contestants must wear their contestant 1.D. Badge to be admitted
to all rodeo events.

= Team events. Contestants entering team events who do not have a
team will be teamed with others upon your arrival.

« Alias names. If you prefer to safeguard your anonymity, you may
use an “alias.” However, you are required to register and sign all forms
using your real name.
