Howdy AGRA Members, 

The new rodeo season has started and is action packed with three rodeos completed in the 
2012 IGRA Rodeo Season in Phoenix, AZ, Ft. Worth, TX, and Ft. Lauderdale, Fl. We kicked 
off the first rodeo of the season at the Rawhide Arena, February 18 and 19, in Phoenix, Az. 
With 22 cowgirls and 95 cowboys entered for the weekend totaling 117 contestants, AGRA 
represented well finishing 5th out of 13 associations in Team Points with 742 points.  The 
cowgirls competed well and Claire M placing 8th in the Wild Drag Race in the First Round 
with a 32.16 seconds. The cowboys had Greg B., Keenan A., Rick M., Lorenzo, Robert B., 
Charlie T., Jeff S., Mitch P., Tony A., Alberto V., Angelo M., and Kiki V. grab some points, 
ribbons and a couple of buckles stayed here in Arizona. In the Chute Dogging Greg B. placed 
2nd with a 4.75 and Keenan A. 7th with a 5.15 both in the second round. Greg B. placed 6th 
in the first round of Calf Roping on Foot with a 1.39 and 4th in the second round with a 1.25 
second run, and ended up 2nd in the average. In the Breakaway Roping Greg B. placed 3rd 
with an 8.87 second run in the first round and came back to win the second round with 1.49 
and ended up taking home the buckle with a 10.36 on 2 calves. The cowboys of AGRA came 
to race in the Barrel Racing, in the first round Rick M. outran everyone the first day placing 
1st with a 17.36 and Lorenzo followed closely with a 17.55 for 3rd. The second round had 4 
cowboys placing amid the top 8, with Rick M. placing 2nd with a 17.55, Robert B. placing 
3rd with a 17.73, Lorenzo placing 4th with a 17.91, and Greg B. placing 7th with an 18.1. 
With a 1st place in the first round and a 2nd place in the second round Rick M. also kept 
a buckle here in Arizona with a combined time of 34.91, a half second faster than fellow 
AGRA cowboy Lorenzo. The cowboys Pole Bending was also filled with AGRA cowboys 
crowding the top 8. The first round was won by our very own Robert B. with a 21.61 for 1st 
place, Rick M. taking 3rd place with a 21.83, Charlie T. placing 6th with a 22.53, and Greg 
B. placing 7th with a 22.86. The second round was equally tough with Robert B. placing 
2nd with a 22.11, Rick M. placing 4th with a 22.63, Lorenzo taking 5th with a 22.69, Jeff 
S. placing 6th with a 22.70, and Charlie T. taking 7th place with a 22.81. The average was 
close with Robert B. and Rick M. barely losing the buckle placing second and third. In the 
quick event of Flag Racing one cowboy, Keenan A.  placed 4th in the first round with a 10.41

second run. Going from both the Roping and Speed Events we round out the rodeo with the 
Camp Events. Keenan A. led the camp events with a 2nd place finish in the second round 
with a 7.90 and he also placed 6th in the average with a 28. 46 with team mate Pepe from the 
GSGRA. In the first round of Wild Drag Race Greg B. and team placed 2nd with a 24.40, 
Keenan A. and team placed 7th with a 32.09. In the second round Mitch P. and team placed 
4th with a 20.50 and Greg B. and team with a 23.53, Greg B. and team came up short placing 
2nd in the average for the Wild Drag Event. The AGRA was represented well in the Goat 
Dressing Event with four new contestants leading the way! The team of Tony A. and Alberto 
V. took 7th in the first round with a 13.32 and Angelo M. and Kiki V. also winning 7th in the 
second round with a 12.84, Keenan A. and Pepe placed 8th in the second round. Not sure if 
any AGRA cowboys or cowgirls drove or flew to the TGRA Rodeo in Ft. Worth, TX, or the 
FGRA Rodeo in Ft. Lauderdale, FL, but Good Luck to any AGRA Cowgirls and Cowboys 
traveling to Palm Springs, CA and Las Vegas, NV. The contestants really appreciate your 
support and applause at the rodeos, so come on out!!!!! If you are interested in becoming a 
contestant or have questions about any rodeo event shoot me an email I will answer them as 
soon as possible.
